IN GALE INDEXES:
1. Select citations to save by clicking on the Mark box next to each citation
2. Click on View Marked List

3. Click on the Print or Email button. Leave the radio button checked for Citation at the option: Restrict
contents to.
4. Type in your email address and click Submit E-Mail Request

IN YOUR EMAIL ACCOUNT:

1. Open the email that contains the citations
2. Copy the text of the citations in the email. Do not include any text that is not preceded by a two-letter field
code.

IN REFWORKS:

Login to your RefWorks database

Click on the Import button. Under the Import Filter/Data Source drop-down menu select the University of

Minnesota Libraries, Twin Cities

3. Under the Database drop-down menu, select GALE InfoTrac Databases [GALE InfoTrac Web]

4. Check the radio button at the option called Import Data from the Following Text. Paste the text from your
email into the space provided

5. Click on the Import button
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Your citation(s) will be imported into the Last Imported Folder. You may now move them into the folder of your
choice.
